I render Thee thanks that Thou hast made known unto me such servants as have utterly 

abolished, by the power of Thy might and of Thy sovereignty, the idols of their corrupt desires, 

and were not kept back by the things which are possessed by Thy creatures from turning in the 

direction of Thy grace. These have so vehemently rent the veils asunder that the dwellers of the 

cities of self have wept, and fear and trembling seized the people of envy and wickedness who, 

adorning their heads and their bodies with the emblems of knowledge, have proudly rejected 

Thee and turned away from Thy beauty. 

I implore Thee, O my Lord, by Thy surpassing majesty and Thine Ancient Name, to enable Thy 

loved ones to assist Thee. Direct, then, continually their faces towards Thy face, and write down 

for them what will cause all hearts to exult and all eyes to be gladdened.
